Browning Ball Instructions for Use

The purpose of the Browning Ball is to remove the scapulae from the lung field.

Designed for use with children ages 2 – 7

Reasons for use:

· Positions child for a quality image

· Helps child be less afraid of the x-ray room and process

· Reduces exam time because the child is more co-operative

Points for Use:

· Child hugs ball against his or her chest with chin up on the ball
· Be certain that the child’s hands are not in the primary beam

· Do the exam AP (anterior – posterior), facing the tube

· X-Ray through the ball

After each use, clean the ball with standard products used to wipe down surfaces that patients come in contact with.  For best result, use non-abrasive products.
